. ELIGIBLITY FOR NON-HAL STUDENTS

The students studying in CBSE/ICSE Schools are eligible to apply.

The student should have secured a minimum of 65% aggregate in the Class IX final
examination and passed in the first attempt.

The average marks of Mathematics and Science should be 65% and above and the overall
average should be 75% and above in the First Term Examination of Class X.

The student must have opted for Mathematics-standard in class X(CBSE) for applying to

Science Stream.

An Entrance Exam will be conducted for all the students except the students of HAL
Public School. The entrance exam will be conducted in the following subjects: -
Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Biology/ Computer Science.

The admission form must be submitted online. The Provisional Admission forms will be
available on the school website from 01/12/2025 to 12/12/2025.

A non-refundable fee of Rs. 500/- must be paid online while submitting the application forms.
